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An Exploration of Persian Rule in Ancient Egypt

Abstract: Beginning from 525 B. C. , Persian governed Egypt for about 130 years which consisted of two
separated stages. The native Egyptians continuously fought against Persians, and even created their own in-
dependent dynasties between twice Persian rulings.
