Abstract: Cultural exchange between Taiwan and Southeast Asia started as early as 1950s.
There were some Taiwanese writers especially female writers who went to Southeast
Asia played the role of literary ambassador. This paper studies Xie Bingying Su Xuelin
and Zhong Meiyin to observe how their border crossing experiences and writings promoted
literary and cultural exchanges. It is to focus on three aspects: first how the border cross—
ing produced a new life experiences for them; secondly their interpersonal relationship
during their stay in Southeast Asia in terms of the literary interaction of these two places;
thirdly to what extent their experiences and interaction were the driven force for their liter—
ary writings. In short border crossing not only expands their life experiences while helping
local young writers but also contributes to the diversification of the Taiwanese literature.
