[ Abstract ] Cultural ecology is a primary concern of contemporary Tibetan writers who have been
approaching the issue from various perspectives and in different ways. Tashi Dawa started with criticizing the
outdated Tibetan customs and then moved into a deeper understanding and reflection on Tibetan culture and its
inheritance in the current society. Tsering Norbu presented the essence of Tibetan culture with new narratives
and showed a lot of concern for the plight it has been trapped in. Nyima Phentok attempted to give an
authentic and vivid depiction of the changes the villages in Tibet have undergone, as well as the complicated
feelings of individuals involved in the cultural transformation. A study on narratives of cultural ecology of
contemporary Tibetan writers reveals some problems existing in current ecological literary criticism, such as the
tendency towards oversimplification and patterning in addition to an exclusive cultural perspective.
