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technical barriers to trade (TBT). Our simulation results indicate that when implementing
free trade policy on all goods, China would enjoy the greatest benefits, followed by Germa-
ny who has a close trade relationship with China. Italy would benefit more than the other
countries when the exceptional arrangements are applied to the sensitive goods. China, Ger-
many, France and the UK would be benefited from the reduced TBT while all the parties
could derive some benefits when the exceptional arrangements and reduced TBT have been
employed jointly. This paper concludes that all the member states will benefit from China—
EU FTA once it has been launched. However, the degree of benefits will vary according to
different members. In addition, a combination of both the exceptional arrangements and re-
duced TBT would be the best choice for both China and the EU.

Big Data—driven Diplomacy: A Revolution of Diplomacy?

Driven by the progresses of new technology, big data has permeated into the realm of for-
eign policy—making, planning and implementation. Against this background, swift but quiet
changes have taken place in some countries’ diplomatic patterns including ideology, strate-
gy and tactics. Except for experience, data is rapidly becoming another critical driver for
the changes in the foreign affairs field. A great transition from digital diplomacy to data—
driven diplomacy is happening, which shows the huge impacts of big data on the social life
and indicates that the traditional theories and principles governing foreign policy —making
need to be reviewed and revised. Given that the advantages of big data lie at processing
massive and unstructured data and visualizing analysis results, this paper mainly examines
the rising interference of big data into diplomacy and the “revolution” in the field of foreign
affairs driven by big data, summarizes the current debates on big data’s application to di-
plomacy and gives some cases on the use of big data to improve foreign policy making. At
the end, this paper makes a brief analysis of the prospects of and obstacles against diploma-
cy innovation driven by big data.
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
